A BY-LAW OF THE MUNICIPAL CORPORATION OF THE 
TOWN OF FORT SMITH, IN THE NORTHWEST TERRITORIES, 
TO APPOINT A BYLAW ENFORCEMENT OFFICER, PASSED 
PURSUANT TO SECTIONS 70 AND 137 OF THE CITIES, 
TOWNS AND VILLAGES ACT S.N.W.T. 2003, c.22 


WHEREAS, the Council of the Municipal Corporation of the Town of Fort Smith, 
in the Northwest Territories, deems it necessary to appoint Bylaw Enforcement 
Officers to enforce the bylaws of the Municipality; 


NOW THEREFORE, the Council of the Municipal Corporation of the Town of Fort 
Smith, at a duly assembled meeting enacts as follows: 


1. That Raji Cavala be appointed Bylaw Enforcement Officer for the Town of Fort
Smith.


2. That this appointment shall come into effect upon this bylaw receiving third reading.
